SECURITY MEETING

14 September 2009

MATTERS ARI

· Lorenzo stated that it would not be advisable that the DPU and Law enforcement go to ‘Beach Road’ without being issued guns. 

· Lorenzo informed Chris that they went to break down a shack on vacant land and was informed by the resident that she had a letter from council authorizing her to reside there. The resident stated that she would bring this ‘letter’ to the WID office.

· Chris commented that the excuse provided was suspect. 

· Lorenzo informed Chris that the vagrants in Trafalgar square have been evicted.

· Lorenzo requested that John contact the cleansing department to initiate cleaning, in addition the council would have to be called to repair the fence prior to the vagrants returning. 

· John commented that he would contact Japhta (parks & forest) to repair the above fence.

· Lorenzo made mention that the no 2 Parks Street was overgrown, the grass needs to be cut & was an ‘eye sore’ this would also prevent vagrants from entering.

· Lorenzo was present at the CIDs meeting and he spoke to Ronald the field worker to be present at the security meeting. 

· Lorenzo was present at the CPF meeting. 

· Chris was very pleased with the security bibs, visible and effective. 

· Chris stated that security need to focus on people smoking dagga and drinking in public namely park areas such as Trafalgar square. 

· Lorenzo stated that council need to set up rules and regulations in the parks before they can implement ‘action’. 

· Chris said he will discuss with Superintendent of Woodstock SAPS on protocol when dealing people caught smoking dagga and drinking in public. 

· Lorenzo reported that there was a suspicious car outside Shoprite prior to the store opening;  when questioned by Orbis they said that they were waiting for it to open - Orbis alerted SAPS & the car drove off. 

· Chris stated that the Shoprite must continue to be manned regularly 

· Lorenzo reported that two suspects were arrested by Orbis and SAPS because they had a list of crimes to their name 

· Lorenzo also stated that between 14h00 and 19h00 is peak time that people go into Trafalgar square to drink and smoke

· Chris suggested that both patrol cars patrol more frequently during these peak times.

· Lorenzo also stated that WID security should be on the lookout for a foreigner in a white BMW  he has been coming into Woodstock frequently , he is a known drug dealer from Cape Town

Current

· Chris queried as to why be there problems with one of the patrol cars; WID was issued with two new cars, and he had a problem with the vehicle that was issued had no logo. 

· Arlene suggested a ‘logo magnet’ as a quick solution.

· Chris has a problem with security not adhering to their specified shifts – time keeping is not being maintained. 

· Lorenzo mentioned that the OJT would provide feedback on the relevant time keeping infractions. 

· Arlene queried as to the ‘chain of command’ with security when dealing with ‘Control’  she observed one of the replacements from Centurion was very rude and disrespectful to the Controller and further more she observed him - sitting on the red power box nearly asleep ,  instead of patrolling his grid. 

· Lorenzo stated that he is aware of the incident and has reported it to his immediate superior. He then reiterated that OJT was important to maintain. 

· Lorenzo also made mention of alarms going off at buildings at night, when the patrols arrive nothing is disturbed because they are coming through the roof. 

· Lorenzo noted that we must make mention of this in the WID local paper and request that owners ‘beef’ up the security on their roofs - suggested automatic lights. 

· Lorenzo mentioned that Beech Street is becoming a very big problem and that Chris must speak to (Transnet railway) as this falls under their jurisdiction 

· Chris agreed and noted this.

· Lorenzo also said that beech street needs to do a major blitz in conjunction with SAPS  

· Arlene requested feedback from the outcome of the ‘safe routes’ meeting.

· Chris stated that it was decide that WID should get all relevant role players involved and that he would make a request in the next scheduled forum meeting.

· Chris suggested that security wear bullet proof vests.

·  Lorenzo said he will provide feedback to him during the next security meeting. 

· Chris noted that he is very pleased to see Adonis back on the street after his call to Mark Sangster. 

· Lorenzo requested that the site procedures must be signed off  by Chris
