CRIME REPORT

Sergeant Andreas did a comparison between the Jan/Feb 2009 – Jan/Feb 2010. 

· Jan 2009 compared to Jan 2010 reflected a decrease in the crime rate.

· Feb 2009 compared to Feb 2010 reflected an increase in certain crime. segments such as theft and murder whereas there was a decrease in other segments such as shoplifting and contact crimes.

Station Commander, Van der Reel reported that there was a decrease in the success rate pertaining to direct arrests as a result of drug related cases and 3 brutal murders in the area.
