PREVIOUS MINUTES

ORGANISATIONAL REPRESENTATION

Orbis Security, Woodstock Improvement District, Haven Homes, UCT, Commander v/d Reel (Woodstock SAPS).
CRIME REPORT
Sergeant Andreas did a comparison between the April 2009 –April 2010 period. 
· April 2009 compared to April  2010 reflected an  increase in the Murder, Rape & Robbery Category of 6.9%.
· An overall decrease in Contact Crimes by 50%.

· The biggest contributor to the crime stats has been various categories of Theft.
· Commercial Crimes reflected an increase compared to April 2009.
· There has been a Decrease in Police Action due to staff being seconded to other areas in anticipation and preparation for the World Cup.

· The Drug Target has not been reached in the area.

· Revised Action Plan to be implemented as the Drug outlets are being policed.

· Commander  v/d Reel commented that Sector 4 is under their target and therefore a shift needs to be made i.t.o Focus on Sector Four.

· Sergeant Andreas to engage the help of Captain Japhta to aid Sector Four in reaching their targets as achieved by the other Sectors.

COMMENTS BY COMMANDER V/D REEL
· Commander v/d Reel stated that no address list of Drug Peddlers will be made available as many times the community wants to take the law into their own hands.

· Operation/Drug Raid successes will be publicised so that community be made aware of the work being carried out by SAPS.

· Commander v/d Reel commented that Drug Peddlers are aware of the traps that are being set for them by SAPS.

· Much focus is being placed on the “high-flyers” pertaining to drugs etc.

· Not all Drug Dealers live in the Woodstock area, therefore it makes things difficult for Saps ito arrests etc.

· Lawyers are now attacking Saps for the Search Warrants.

· Community to be assured of the fact that Saps is taking out dealers in the area one by one and that much success has been achieved in raiding the Liquor outlets.

· Commander v/d Reel indicated that the police can’t  just search as they choose due to constitutional rights.

· The police are applying a policy of zero tolerance.

· Cars stopping at drug dealers should be stopped.

· Meter-Taxis operating in the Woodstock area and frequenting drug outlets are mostly stolen vehicles.

· The fact that Sector Four didn’t meet its Drug Target is no excuse.

MURDER IN PLEIN STREET WOODSTOCK

·  Commander v/d Reel quoted that the recent murder of a student in his home in Plein Street Woodstock was not drug related.

· The accused came for the purpose of burgling the property.

· A confession by the accused/suspect is in place.

· Neighbourhood turned off by Murder.

SOCIAL CRIME PREVENTION

· We need to Rehab our Community.

· People are coming from outside the Woodstock area to commit crime.

· As the Community we need to be realistic and face social issues.

· We need to have a mind shift in terms of connecting with police and addressing various issues in the community.

· Preventative measures needs to be put into place.

· Problems of Displacement in the Community.

· Community needs to play a role in combating crime and not be drivers of crime.
· Petty crime in the area is Unacceptable.

COMMENTS BY HAVEN HOMES REP

* There needs to be multiple interventions to interrupt supply chain and buyers in respective of drugs in the area.

* Policing method needs to be employed to deal with suppliers, dealers and financers of drugs.
